On the occasion of a repulse of a sortie of Russians by Sir De Lacy Evans Division on the 26th October, 1854, Mr. Hewett, then Acting Mate, of Her Majesty’s Ship Beagle, was in charge of the Right Lancaster Battery  before Sebastopol. The advance of the Russians placed the gun in great jeopardy, their skirmishers advancing within 300 yards of the Battery, and pouring in a sharp fire from their Minie rifles. By some misapprehension the word was passed to spike his gun and retreat; but Mr. Hewett, taking upon himself the responsibility of disregarding the order, replied that “Such an order did not come from Captain Lushington, and he would not do it till it did.”  Mr. Hewett then pulled down the parapet of the Battery, and, with the assistance of some soldiers, got his gun round and poured upon the advancing column of Russians a most destructive and effective fire

For the gallantry exhibited on this occasion, the Board of the Admiralty promoted him to the rank of Lieutenant

FUNERAL DETAILS

The procession left Haslar at 1330. The body was proceeded by the band of the RMLI, and was followed to the jetty, through a double line, consisting of Marines and young sailors of HMS St Vincent, by a strong party of Blue jackets from HMS Northumberland


St the jetty the coffin was placed on the Magnet, the departure of which was signalled by the firing of thirteen minute guns from the Duke of Wellington. The coffin was landed at the Dockyard railway jetty and conveyed thence to the new railway station at Southsea, where it was received by personal friends of the deceased and a large number of Naval and Military officers. The station was occupied by massed bands of men of the Channel Squadron. The road leading to the Cemetery was lined on both sides by troops of the Garrison and seamen of the fleet, while the cemetery itself was held by the RMA and a guard of honour from HMS Northumberland. The coffin was covered with wreaths, conspicuous among them was one of a laurel sent by the Queen. Other wreaths were forwarded by the Empress of Germany and Lord Wolseley

1854 VC recipient Vice Admiral Sir William Nathan Wrighte Hewett is supposed to have been an ancestor of mine. I have no records to substantiate this. I would be interested if you have any family or other information on this man please. Perhaps you have that from him already. He was able to identify my connection to Hewett's wife, formerly Jane Emily Blackadar WOOD. Jane was the daughter of Thomas Wood (born Jedburgh Scotland in 1800), consul to Patras. As yet, I have no information about Thomas Wood's wife, place of marriage or other children. Is your friend likely to know any of that detail please?
Thomas was the eldest son of Samuel Wood (Town Clerk) and Katharine Allan Blackadar of Jedburgh, Scotland. Samuel and Katharine were married in Edinburgh in 1799. Katharine's father, Adam (aka Alexander) Blackadar, was an EIC surgeon in the 18th Century.
Samuel and Katharine were my ggg grandparents. I am descended from their son John Wood (Thomas's brother), who was also an EIC surgeon and finished up in NZ. I am compiling his life story, but probably won't go as far as a full scale book.
Now as far as I know, no one from John Wood's side of the family in NZ visited Hewett's grave last year. I visit NZ regularly and keep in touch with most of them. This means there are probably direct Hewett 
descendants there too. A quick check of the telephone directory shows there are 91 people of that name listed in NZ.
I also recall seeing numerous people researching the Hewett surname on Rootsweb.

SAMUEL WOOD, a writer, was born c.1768 in Jedburgh (Roxburghshire) Scotland.  He was almost certainly the son of Thomas WOOD (a Weaver) and Isobel CROSER, both of Jedburgh.  Samuel was the Town Clerk of Jedburgh.  It was then customary for the Town Clerk, as chief officer of the Corporation, to hold that office for life.  However, by the time of his death in 1840, Samuel had been elevated to the position of Dean of the Guild, presiding over one of the burgh courts.

On August 26, 1799 in the Parish of Edinburgh, Samuel married Katharine Allan BLACKADER, daughter of Adam BLACKADER.  Adam, also known as Alexander, was a surgeon in the service of the East India Company, in Madras, from 1778-92.   He died in Madras in 1801.  

Katharine was born c.1774, possibly in India.  She died in 1858.

There are baptismal records at Jedburgh for the first nine children.  Details of the youngest child (Charles [2]) were found in Jedburgh cemetery records.

Thomas WOOD (1800 - 1892)

In a 40 year career with the British Foreign Office, Thomas held the post of Vice-Consul at Benghazi, Libya, before being appointed in 1846 as Consul to the Morea, living at Patras in Greece.  He held that position for 12 years until his retirement in 1858.  

He was married, probably in Tripoli, Libya, to Jane Elizabeth WARRINGTON, who was baptised in Croydon, Surrey, England in 1802, the daughter of Hanmer WARRINGTON, and Jane Eliza PRYCE.Error! Bookmark not defined.  Colonel Warrington was the British Consul in Tripoli c.1825.

Jane Elizabeth died in London on September 19, 1871.19  Thomas died at Bayswater on April 27, 1892.  They are buried at the Highland Road Cemetery, Portsmouth.

A daughter, Jane Emily Blackadar WOOD, was born to Thomas and Jane at Tripoli on January 1, 1843.  In 1857, at the age of 14, she married Lieutenant William Nathan Wrighte HEWETT at Patras.  They had four sons and two daughters.

There is a record of Lucy Jane WOOD marrying William Richard YARDLEY at Patras between 1855 and 1859.Error! Bookmark not defined.  It is possible that Lucy Jane was also a daughter of Thomas and Jane Elizabeth, but the relationship has not yet been verified.  (It is equally possible that she was their granddaughter -see below.) 

The records also show that another Thomas WOOD was appointed acting Vice-Consul at Patras on various occasions during and after Thomas's term of office and was appointed Consul in 1874.  It is probable, but by no means proven, that this second Thomas was a son of Thomas and Jane Elizabeth.

BoaseError! Bookmark not defined. describes the second Thomas WOOD as "the father of the currant trade".  However, Boase gives his life span as "1805?-1894", which would have made him an improbable 69 years of age on appointment as Consul in 1874.  If he was the son of Thomas and Jane Elizabeth, he would have been born c.1825-1835.  Was Boase confused by the records of two Thomases or were there two unrelated people by the same name in the Consular Corps at Patras at the same time?

More research will be necessary to determine whether these people and the various YARDLEY births, deaths and marriages at Patras are connected to Thomas and Jane Elizabeth WOOD. 

Adam WOOD (1801 - 1828)

Samuel WOOD (1805 - 1828)

Two memorial inscriptions at Jedburgh provide a clue to the tragedy, which befell these two young bachelor brothers in Australia's early Colonial days.  The first memorial tells us that Adam was “killed by natives in Van Diemen’s Land on 04/12/1828 - aged 27.”  The second states that Samuel “died in Van Diemen’s Land, March 1829.  Aged 24.”

A further monumental inscription is recorded at Oatlands, Tasmania: “Wood, Adam, at Oatlands, a settler in the Eastern Marshes.”  His name now appears on a monument erected in the Oatlands Cemetery.

Adam arrived, a free settler, in Van Diemen's Land as a cabin passenger aboard the "Courier" on December 21, 1823.  For some reason, he seems to have informed the authorities that he was aged 18 when he arrived.  On January 30, 1824 he was granted a reserve of 500 acres to be occupied and granted "on attaining his majority".  So, it was not until the end of 1826 that he took over his reserve at Rushy Lagoon, Eastern Marshes and began his life as a pastoralist farmer.

Samuel arrived in Van Diemen's Land aboard "Medway" on August 20, 1827. He brought ₤752 into the colony and received 1000 acres adjoining his brother's property.

In November 1828, Adam successfully tendered for the leasehold of a further “500 acres, north of the Rushy Lagoon, adjoining his grant.”

It was an infamous and bloody period in Tasmania's history known as the "Black Wars".  On December 1, 1828, Adam was killed by Aborigines at McGill's Marsh, near his property.  The marauding party killed at least five other people in the Oatlands area at that time.  An inquest was held on December 4, but no record of the proceedings survived. 

Although the records are sketchy, it was claimed that Samuel "died of grief" 28 days after Adam was killed.   No doubt fear of the hostile environment drove him to take his own life.  It appears that Samuel was buried where he was found without the rites of any Church.  His death was not reported in the newspapers.  The exact date of death is not known, but an advertisement was published by the Administrators of his intestate estate on February 21, 1829.  (There may well have been a legal reason for the Administrators to state that he survived his brother by 28 days, which could have had a bearing on the succession of Adam's property.)

Adam's property was left untended for several years and it was eventually transferred by the Government to the owner of an adjoining property.  The Tasmanian archives contain considerable correspondence with the Colonial Secretary relating to a belated compensation claim by Adam's "heir at law".  There is evidence that in early 1837, the Government resolved to grant a substitute parcel of land in settlement of the claim.  To date, no record of a settlement agreement or conveyance of land has been found.

John WOOD (1806-1888) - Surgeon Major 

John Wood graduated LRCS in Edinburgh 1828.  In 1836 he was appointed as an Assistant Surgeon of the Honourable East India Company's Bengal establishment.  He was to serve continuously in India for the next 22 years.  

In January 1843 at St Andrews Presbyterian Church, Calcutta, he married Marjory Maxwell ORMISTON, of Glenburn Hall Jedburgh.  Usually known as Maxwell, she was the daughter of the late Lieutenant John Andrew ORMISTON (Argyll and Sutherland Highlanders) and Marjory Maxwell THOMSON.  

Two sons were born in India - Alfred John Samuel WOOD (1846 at Azimghur) and Ernest Holmes WOOD (1849 at Loodiana).  A third son George Wales WOOD was born at sea c.1852, reputedly aboard the "Prince of Wales".  The sons were sent back to England for their education.  

During his time in India, John Wood was prompted to study religion.  It is said that during one of his wife’s absences from India, having listened to the confession of a dying soldier, he became a convert to Catholicism. 

John rose to the rank of Surgeon in 1849, participating in many of the major military campaigns, including the 2nd Sikh War.  An account of John and Maxwell's harrowing escape from Delhi on the day of the 1857 Indian Mutiny was published in The Times.

Returning to England in 1858, John retired from the HEIC in May 1859 on an annual pension of £173/7/6.  It has been said that he worked in a British hospital, where he was associated with Florence Nightingale.

On December 15, 1861, John and Maxwell sailed from England on the Cashmere, arriving in Auckland, New Zealand on April 7, 1862.  Within a few weeks, their fourth son Francis William WOOD was born at Onehunga, then a military camp, now a suburb of Auckland.

Their arrival coincided with a period of Maori unrest.  By 1863, 18,000 British troops had been despatched to New Zealand, many direct from India.  Retired army personnel were also recruited throughout the Empire to settle in New Zealand and to serve in the Royal New Zealand Fencibles.

In December, 1864 John was appointed as surgeon to the Auckland Militia and took charge of the Ngaruawahia military hospital near Hamilton.  It has been reported that this war was the British Army’s last campaign before antiseptics were introduced.  The literature praises the quality of the medical officers and the techniques they employed, resulting in very high recovery rates.  

John and Maxwell’s three sons followed them to New Zealand.  Ernest (aged 17) and George (13) arrived on the “Bombay” in December 1863 and Alfred (18) arrived on the “Viscount Canning”  in January 1865.  

John WOOD (1806-1888) - Surgeon Major (cont'd)

By 1867, the family was living at Papakura, a military stronghold south of Auckland, where they leased a residential property at Karape Hill and about 350 acres near the township.  In a tragic turn of events, young George Wales Wood died at Papakura on October 14, 1867 at age 15 of gangrene following an accidental gunshot wound.

John Wood, aged 62, resigned from the Auckland Militia on January 9, 1869, after the conclusion of the Waikato conflict.  The family lived in Auckland for the next few years.   

Their second son, Ernest Wood, an accountant, married Angela Sarah King in Wellington in 1876.  Angela was the daughter of Philip Hansen KING, who landed with the first European settlers in NZ, and Charlotte Dair FISK.  Following Angela's premature death, Ernest  emigrated to Australia with his three sons  c.1889.

In 1878, for £500, John & Maxwell purchased a 770 acre wheat farming property known as "Sunnyside" at Coatesville, north of Auckland.  John would then have been 71 years of age.  

John Wood was an adherent of St. Patrick’s Cathedral in Auckland.  An 1880 manuscript entitled “The Catholic and Protestant Prayer Books and Catechisms Compared, With Notes by ‘Catholicus’” in the Church Archives has been unofficially attributed to him. 

The remaining two sons, Alfred and Francis were both married in 1883.  

Alfred, a surveyor, married Margaret Donohoe, daughter of Hugh Donohoe and Julia,  in Auckland.  Two daughters were born in New Zealand and two sons were born in Melbourne, Australia.  The family re-settled in Auckland c.1893.

Francis married Harriet Julia Harding, daughter of William Holmes HARDING and Catherine Mulrooney, in Auckland.  They had three sons and two daughters (one stillborn).  Francis acquired farming land at Manurewa, south of Auckland and also worked the Sunnyside property, which was transferred to him in 1884.

John and Maxwell were recorded as living at Sunnyside until about 1887.  John died at “The Retreat”, Upper Symonds Street Auckland N.Z. on April 23, 1888, aged 81.  He was buried at Symonds Street Cemetery, Auckland.  

No official records have been found to establish when John Wood was promoted to the rank of Surgeon Major.  The answer appears to lie in the belated actions of the British Government.  Crawford cites a Royal Warrant of 1873, which entitled a retiring surgeon with more than 25 years service, to an honorary “step” in rank at retirement.  John, with 22 years service, would still not have been entitled to use the honorary title.   But, in 1880, a new Royal Warrant reduced the period of eligible service to 20 years.  

John WOOD (1806-1888) - Surgeon Major (cont'd)

John, by this time, was 74 years old.  This may well explain why no evidence has been found of him using the title of Surgeon Major during his lifetime. 

Maxwell lived for many years with her son Francis and his family on the farming property called “Glenburn” at Manurewa.  It seems that she had inherited considerable wealth from the Ormiston family and she was generous in supporting her own family.  When her youngest brother and his family turned up in New Zealand after a 50 year separation from the family, she shared her wealth with him.

Although women became entitled to vote in New Zealand in 1893, Maxwell’s name did not appear on the electoral roll until 1903.  She was listed from that time until 1911 as “Wood, Maxwell, Manurewa, lady.”

Maxwell died at Manurewa on September 4, 1912.  She was buried with her son Alfred at Holy Trinity Memorial Park Cemetery, Otahuhu.

1881 He was a committee member of the Empire Club (formerly The Indian and Colonial Club) 4 Grafton Street, Picadilly, London

Thanks to another helpful Blackadar descendant, I have picked up some more interesting snippets on Thomas Wood's family and their links to the Hewett family.
---------------------------

Children of Thomas Wood named in a trust deed dated 1851, made by Catherine (Blackadar) Wood, mother of Thomas:

- Rodney Thomas Samuel Wood
- Frederick Allen Blackadar Wood
- Jane Blackadar Wood or Hewett
- Lucy Wood or Yardley

I had not previously had confirmation of the first two children, but had been on the lookout for a Thomas Jnr.  It seems more than likely that Rodney
Thomas Samuel Wood was the Thomas Wood who succeeded his father as Consul in Patras.  [I have some unverified records of his wife (Narcisse Georgina) and three possible children.  He died in Greece.]

The Yardleys had several children in Patras, but I know nothing further of them at this stage.

Catherine (Blackadar) Wood died at Edinburgh in 1858 at which time Frederick was referred to as "the late Frederick ...." and Thomas Wood Snr was "now residing at Dunstall Priory near Sevenoaks, Kent"

Thomas Snr. had a sister Margaret, who married Robert Laing at Jedburgh in 1838.  

According to the IGI, their children were:
- Lucy Davidson Laing - F  b. 11 Jan 1843 Jedburgh
- Jessie Eliza Laing - F b. 15 Oct 1845 Jedburgh
- Cecil Laing - F b. 29 Jul 1850 Jedburgh
- Robert Frederick Ninian Laing - M b. 13 Jul 1856 Jedburgh

I think it is almost a certainty that this last man is the Laing QC who married Jane Hewett in 1897.  (The firm Rutherford and Laing were writers and notaries in Jedburgh 1837.)   By my calculations, Jane and Robert would have been first cousins, once removed.  Do you know if they had any descendants?  I note from a previous message, you were trying to find out whether one of the Highland Road graves was a daughter of William & Jane Hewett.  Did you mean Jane or Emily?

I am awaiting a copy of all of the source material, which runs to some 40
pages.  Once I get my mind around it, I will be in touch again.

Now, two questions and some observations about the Hewett tree.

The IGI shows that William Hewett (father of VC) was married to Susan Moore MADDY, whereas you have her as Susan Maddy MOORE.  Is your source more reliable?

Was Sir John Prescott Hewett of India fame also a son of Prescott Gardiner Hewett? (was it not Hewlett?)

Lastly, I have been trying to align my records, yours and the IGI listings for the Hewett families.  I have noted that the earliest IGI record of a William Nathan Wrighte Hewett (chr May 25, 1756, Nottingham - Batch C059392) appears to be the son of Selwood Hewett & Ann Wright (m. Feb 4, 1750,
Leicester - Batch M011691).  This means that there could have been a number of descendant grandchildren in different families, all named after the first WNWH.

On the assumption that this was the family of Hewett VC's father (Marriage 1), is it possible that the name Gardiner was introduced one generation earlier? - i.e the VC's grandmother may have been the Mary Gardiner you have listed.  If that is the case, the duplications above could be explained by a change of parish in about 1815, with the names of the first two children being entered on the register of the new parish at the time the third child was baptised.  [Exactly the same thing happened with Robert Laing's family - first children born and christened in Northumberland were subsequently entered on the Jedburgh register after they re-located.]

I apologise for the length of this message.  Hope it makes up for the delay in communication.  I would be interested to hear your comments in due course please.

One thing is not clear to me.   Are you in some way related to this family, or just an interested Hewett researcher?   You have certainly put in a lot of effort on this family, but I haven't found anything in our previous exchanges to show that you are related.  Either way, I am extremely grateful for your interest.

Brookwood is 30 miles from London (M3 to Bagshot and then A322). The main entrance to Brookwood Military Cemetery is on the A324 from the village of Pirbright

During the two world wars, the United Kingdom became an island fortress used for training troops and launching land, sea and air operations around the globe. There are more than 170,000 Commonwealth war graves in the United Kingdom, many being those of servicemen and women killed on active service, or who later succumbed to wounds. Others died in training accidents, or because of sickness or disease. The graves, many of them privately owned and marked by private memorials, will be found in more than 12,000 cemeteries and churchyards. Brookwood Military Cemetery is owned by the Commission and is the largest Commonwealth war cemetery in the United Kingdom, covering approximately 37 acres. In 1917, an area of land in Brookwood Cemetery (The London Necropolis) was set aside for the burial of men and women of the forces of the Commonwealth and Americans, who had died, many of battle wounds, in the London district. This site was further extended to accommodate the Commonwealth casualties of the Second World War, and American, Belgian, Czech, Dutch, French and Polish plots containing the graves of Allied casualties. There are also German and Italian plots where prisoners of war lie buried. Brookwood Military Cemetery now contains 1601 First World War Commonwealth war graves and 3476 from the Second World War. The war graves of other nationalities in the Commission's care number 786. The Commission also maintains as an agency service on behalf of the Royal Hospital, Chelsea, a plot of the graves of Chelsea Pensioners, which is situated adjacent to the Military Cemetery. The Brookwood Memorial stands at the southern end of the Canadian section, commemorating 3,500 men and women of the Land Forces of the Commonwealth who died during the Second World War in many lands, or at sea, and have no known grave. The circumstances of their death were such that they could not appropriately be commemorated on any of the campaign memorials in the various theatres of war

SAMUEL WOOD, a writer, was born c.1768 in Jedburgh (Roxburghshire) Scotland.  He was almost certainly the son of Thomas WOOD (a Weaver) and Isobel CROSER, both of Jedburgh.  Samuel was the Town Clerk of Jedburgh.  It was then customary for the Town Clerk, as chief officer of the Corporation, to hold that office for life.  However, by the time of his death in 1840, Samuel had been elevated to the position of Dean of the Guild, presiding over one of the burgh courts.

On August 26, 1799 in the Parish of Edinburgh, Samuel married Katharine Allan BLACKADER, daughter of Adam BLACKADER.  Adam, also known as Alexander, was a surgeon in the service of the East India Company, in Madras, from 1778-92.   He died in Madras in 1801.  

Katharine was born c.1774, possibly in India.  She died in 1858.

There are baptismal records at Jedburgh for the first nine children.  Details of the youngest child (Charles [2]) were found in Jedburgh cemetery records.

Thomas WOOD (1800 - 1892)

In a 40 year career with the British Foreign Office, Thomas held the post of Vice-Consul at Benghazi, Libya, before being appointed in 1846 as Consul to the Morea, living at Patras in Greece.  He held that position for 12 years until his retirement in 1858.  

He was married, probably in Tripoli, Libya, to Jane Elizabeth WARRINGTON, who was baptised in Croydon, Surrey, England in 1802, the daughter of Hanmer WARRINGTON, and Jane Eliza PRYCE.Error! Bookmark not defined.  Colonel Warrington was the British Consul in Tripoli c.1825.

Jane Elizabeth died in London on September 19, 1871.19  Thomas died at Bayswater on April 27, 1892.  They are buried at the Highland Road Cemetery, Portsmouth.

A daughter, Jane Emily Blackadder WOOD, was born to Thomas and Jane at Tripoli on January 1, 1843.  In 1857, at the age of 14, she married Lieutenant William Nathan Wrighte HEWETT at Patras.  They had four sons and two daughters.

There is a record of Lucy Jane WOOD marrying William Richard YARDLEY at Patras between 1855 and 1859.Error! Bookmark not defined.  It is possible that Lucy Jane was also a daughter of Thomas and Jane Elizabeth, but the relationship has not yet been verified.  (It is equally possible that she was their granddaughter -see below.) 

The records also show that another Thomas WOOD was appointed acting Vice-Consul at Patras on various occasions during and after Thomas's term of office and was appointed Consul in 1874.  It is probable, but by no means proven, that this second Thomas was a son of Thomas and Jane Elizabeth.

BoaseError! Bookmark not defined. describes the second Thomas WOOD as "the father of the currant trade".  However, Boase gives his life span as "1805?-1894", which would have made him an improbable 69 years of age on appointment as Consul in 1874.  If he was the son of Thomas and Jane Elizabeth, he would have been born c.1825-1835.  Was Boase confused by the records of two Thomases or were there two unrelated people by the same name in the Consular Corps at Patras at the same time?

More research will be necessary to determine whether these people and the various YARDLEY births, deaths and marriages at Patras are connected to Thomas and Jane Elizabeth WOOD. 

Adam WOOD (1801 - 1828)

Samuel WOOD (1805 - 1828)

Two memorial inscriptions at Jedburgh provide a clue to the tragedy which befell these two young bachelor brothers in Australia's early Colonial days.  The first memorial tells us that Adam was “killed by natives in Van Diemen’s Land on 04/12/1828 - aged 27.”  The second states that Samuel “died in Van Diemen’s Land, March 1829.  Aged 24.”

A further monumental inscription is recorded at Oatlands, Tasmania: “Wood, Adam, at Oatlands, a settler in the Eastern Marshes.”  His name now appears on a monument erected in the Oatlands Cemetery.

Adam arrived, a free settler, in Van Diemen's Land as a cabin passenger aboard the "Courier" on December 21, 1823.  For some reason, he seems to have informed the authorities that he was aged 18 when he arrived.  On January 30, 1824 he was granted a reserve of 500 acres to be occupied and granted "on attaining his majority".  So, it was not until the end of 1826 that he took over his reserve at Rushy Lagoon, Eastern Marshes and began his life as a pastoralist farmer.

Samuel arrived in Van Diemen's Land aboard "Medway" on August 20, 1827. He brought ₤752 into the colony and received 1000 acres adjoining his brother's property.

In November 1828, Adam successfully tendered for the leasehold of a further “500 acres, north of the Rushy Lagoon, adjoining his grant.”

It was an infamous and bloody period in Tasmania's history known as the "Black Wars".  On December 1, 1828, Adam was killed by Aborigines at McGill's Marsh, near his property.  The marauding party killed at least five other people in the Oatlands area at that time.  An inquest was held on December 4, but no record of the proceedings survived. 

Although the records are sketchy, it was claimed that Samuel "died of grief" 28 days after Adam was killed.   No doubt fear of the hostile environment drove him to take his own life.  It appears that Samuel was buried where he was found without the rites of any Church.  His death was not reported in the newspapers.  The exact date of death is not known, but an advertisement was published by the Administrators of his intestate estate on February 21, 1829.  (There may well have been a legal reason for the Administrators to state that he survived his brother by 28 days, which could have had a bearing on the succession of Adam's property.)

Adam's property was left untended for several years and it was eventually transferred by the Government to the owner of an adjoining property.  The Tasmanian archives contain considerable correspondence with the Colonial Secretary relating to a belated compensation claim by Adam's "heir at law".  There is evidence that in early 1837, the Government resolved to grant a substitute parcel of land in settlement of the claim.  To date, no record of a settlement agreement or conveyance of land has been found.

John WOOD (1806-1888) - Surgeon Major 

John Wood graduated LRCS in Edinburgh 1828.  In 1836 he was appointed as an Assistant Surgeon of the Honourable East India Company's Bengal establishment.  He was to serve continuously in India for the next 22 years.  

In January 1843 at St Andrews Presbyterian Church, Calcutta, he married Marjory Maxwell ORMISTON, of Glenburn Hall Jedburgh.  Usually known as Maxwell, she was the daughter of the late Lieutenant John Andrew ORMISTON (Argyll and Sutherland Highlanders) and Marjory Maxwell THOMSON.  

Two sons were born in India - Alfred John Samuel WOOD (1846 at Azimghur) and Ernest Holmes WOOD (1849 at Loodiana).  A third son George Wales WOOD was born at sea c.1852, reputedly aboard the "Prince of Wales".  The sons were sent back to England for their education.  

During his time in India, John Wood was prompted to study religion.  It is said that during one of his wife’s absences from India, having listened to the confession of a dying soldier, he became a convert to Catholicism. 

John rose to the rank of Surgeon in 1849, participating in many of the major military campaigns, including the 2nd Sikh War.  An account of John and Maxwell's harrowing escape from Delhi on the day of the 1857 Indian Mutiny was published in The Times.

Returning to England in 1858, John retired from the HEIC in May 1859 on an annual pension of £173/7/6.  It has been said that he worked in a British hospital, where he was associated with Florence Nightingale.

On December 15, 1861, John and Maxwell sailed from England on the Cashmere, arriving in Auckland, New Zealand on April 7, 1862.  Within a few weeks, their fourth son Francis William WOOD was born at Onehunga, then a military camp, now a suburb of Auckland.

Their arrival coincided with a period of Maori unrest.  By 1863, 18,000 British troops had been despatched to New Zealand, many direct from India.  Retired army personnel were also recruited throughout the Empire to settle in New Zealand and to serve in the Royal New Zealand Fencibles.

In December, 1864 John was appointed as surgeon to the Auckland Militia and took charge of the Ngaruawahia military hospital near Hamilton.  It has been reported that this war was the British Army’s last campaign before antiseptics were introduced.  The literature praises the quality of the medical officers and the techniques they employed, resulting in very high recovery rates.  

John and Maxwell’s three sons followed them to New Zealand.  Ernest (aged 17) and George (13) arrived on the “Bombay” in December 1863 and Alfred (18) arrived on the “Viscount Canning”  in January 1865.  

John WOOD (1806-1888) - Surgeon Major (cont'd)

By 1867, the family was living at Papakura, a military stronghold south of Auckland, where they leased a residential property at Karape Hill and about 350 acres near the township.  In a tragic turn of events, young George Wales Wood died at Papakura on October 14, 1867 at age 15 of gangrene following an accidental gunshot wound.

John Wood, aged 62, resigned from the Auckland Militia on January 9, 1869, after the conclusion of the Waikato conflict.  The family lived in Auckland for the next few years.   

Their second son, Ernest Wood, an accountant, married Angela Sarah King in Wellington in 1876.  Angela was the daughter of Philip Hansen KING, who landed with the first European settlers in NZ, and Charlotte Dair FISK.  Following Angela's premature death, Ernest  emigrated to Australia with his three sons  c.1889.

In 1878, for £500, John & Maxwell purchased a 770 acre wheat farming property known as "Sunnyside" at Coatesville, north of Auckland.  John would then have been 71 years of age.  

John Wood was an adherent of St. Patrick’s Cathedral in Auckland.  An 1880 manuscript entitled “The Catholic and Protestant Prayer Books and Catechisms Compared, With Notes by ‘Catholicus’” in the Church Archives has been unofficially attributed to him. 

The remaining two sons, Alfred and Francis were both married in 1883.  

Alfred, a surveyor, married Margaret Donohoe, daughter of Hugh Donohoe and Julia,  in Auckland.  Two daughters were born in New Zealand and two sons were born in Melbourne, Australia.  The family re-settled in Auckland c.1893.

Francis married Harriet Julia Harding, daughter of William Holmes HARDING and Catherine Mulrooney, in Auckland.  They had three sons and two daughters (one stillborn).  Francis acquired farming land at Manurewa, south of Auckland and also worked the Sunnyside property, which was transferred to him in 1884.

John and Maxwell were recorded as living at Sunnyside until about 1887.  John died at “The Retreat”, Upper Symonds Street Auckland N.Z. on April 23, 1888, aged 81.  He was buried at Symonds Street Cemetery, Auckland.  

No official records have been found to establish when John Wood was promoted to the rank of Surgeon Major.  The answer appears to lie in the belated actions of the British Government.  Crawford cites a Royal Warrant of 1873 which entitled a retiring surgeon with more than 25 years service, to an honorary “step” in rank at retirement.  John, with 22 years service, would still not have been entitled to use the honorary title.   But, in 1880, a new Royal Warrant reduced the period of eligible service to 20 years.  

John WOOD (1806-1888) - Surgeon Major (cont'd)

John, by this time, was 74 years old.  This may well explain why no evidence has been found of him using the title of Surgeon Major during his lifetime. 

Maxwell lived for many years with her son Francis and his family on the farming property called “Glenburn” at Manurewa.  It seems that she had inherited considerable wealth from the Ormiston family and she was generous in supporting her own family.  When her youngest brother and his family turned up in New Zealand after a 50 year separation from the family, she shared her wealth with him.

Although women became entitled to vote in New Zealand in 1893, Maxwell’s name did not appear on the electoral roll until 1903.  She was listed from that time until 1911 as “Wood, Maxwell, Manurewa, lady.”

Maxwell died at Manurewa on September 4, 1912.  She was buried with her son Alfred at Holy Trinity Memorial Park Cemetery, Otahuhu.
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To Justene and Dean Hewett, 2 Kelly Grove, Upper Hutt, new Zealand, a son Sean William Hewett, weighing 7lbs, 2 ozs
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William Hewett was also awarded the Victoria Cross for services during the Crimea War. In 1854, he was serving as Acting Mate on HMS Beagle but was commanding a Naval Brigade that was manning a battery at Sebastopol. With a Lancaster gun Hewett fought off the Russians who were advancing towards the battery until the Russians retreated. He had received an order from his commanding officer to fall back but apparently shouted : "Retire? Retire and be damned ! Fire!" It was for this exploit and for further bravery during the battle of Inkerman, that he received the Victoria Cross.

William Hewett entered the Navy in 1847 as a First Class Volunteer and rose to the rank of Vice Admiral in 1884. He retired from the Navy in 1888 and died the same year. He is buried in Highland Road Cemetery, Portsmouth.

1st. On the occasion of a repulse of a sortie by Russians, by Sir De Lacy Evan's Division on the 26th October 1854. Mr Hewett, then Acting Mate of Her Majesty's Ship “Beagle”, was in charge of the right Lancaster Battery before Sebastopol. The advance of the Russians placed the guns in great jeopardy, their skirmishers advancing within 300 yards of the battery, and pouring in a sharp fire from their Minie rifles. By some misapprehension the word was passed to spike the gun and retreat: but Mr Hewett, taking upon himself the responsibility of disregarding the order, replied that “Such order did not come from Captain Lushington and he would not do it till it did” Mr Hewett then pulled down the parapet of his Battery, and with the assistance of some soldiers, got his gun round, and poured upon the advancing column of Russians a most destructive and effective fire


For the gallantry exhibited on this occasion, the Board of Admiralty promoted him to the rank of Lieutenant


2nd.On the 5th November 1854, at the Battle of Inkerman, Captain Lushington again brought before the Commander in Chief the services of Mr Hewett, saying "I have much pleasure in again bringing Mr Hewett's gallant conduct to your notice"
